
The EDGE Project has enjoyed yet another 
programme of successful school summer  
holiday activities.  
 
This year we decided to have two-weeks of 
summer holiday activities. For the junior group, 
JAMMED 3 provided a feast of  
activities including visits to Blair Drummond 
Safari Park, XCAPE leisure zone and a ferry trip 
to the Isle of May. During the week we hosted a 
family evening, where those attending were 
invited to bring along 2 people important to them, 
for a meal at the Brig restaurant, Lochgelly.  
 
In addition, we went swimming most days to 
Burntisland Swimming Pool. This year half the 
places available were offered to young people in 
Cowdenbeath, connected to the Junior  
Activities Group.  
 
Over the last year, a small number of young 
people across Lochgelly & Benarty who are 
aged 12 -16 have been heavily involved in 
running local youth groups and participating in 
local community groups. For many, they are 
starting the journey of becoming a leader in 
youth-work.  
 
These individuals, all connected to the EDGE 
Project, were rewarded with a week-long  
residential to Benmore outdoor education  
centre expand this interest further. Activities in 
the week included abseiling, rock-climbing,  
kayaking and a day out in Glasgow. 
 
Throughout the summer holiday period our two 
drop in groups have remained open to young 
people in Lochgelly & Benarty aged 12 – 18. 
Drop In leaders have reported large attendance 
rates over this period and hopefully we can 
continue this next year, funding permitting. 
 
Exciting times are ahead for the EDGE Project in 
the run up to the festive period. A new wave of 
school projects, two successful drop in  
projects ongoing, several community projects 
planned and regular street-work are just a taster 
of what will be available!
