
There has been great news for TIBAL 
(Together In Benarty And Lochgelly) over the 
past few weeks with a triple funding boost.  
 
The Coalfields Regeneration Trust awarded 
TIBAL a grant of £38,108 for 2 years to assist in 
the running of the Elderly Befriending Project. 
The money will enable the project to reach 
those vulnerable and socially isolated elderly 
within our community. We will also be able to 
support our volunteers with further training. 
 
Children In Need also awarded TIBAL a grant 
of £93561 over two years for the running of the 
EDGE project. This will allow the project to 
employ a full time Personal Development 
Worker and a part time Face to Face Youth 
Worker. It will also assist in the running of the 
projects ñAlternative Learning Packagesò which 
are offered through schools. ñThis is a really big 
award for us and will mean that we can 
continue to grow after a period of consolidationò 
said Dave Smith, EDGE project manager.

Young people 
can now access the services that they need in 
a way that they feel safe and valued.ò

Lloyds TSB Foundation for Scotland was the third large 
funder to offer backing to the project. The foundation 
awarded TIBAL £28,105 for three years and will be used 
to continue to employ Bette Dick, the Project  
Administrator.
